   4. description of the actions :
I am standing on the set of the performance holding an extendable microphone through the pocket of a blue trench coat. I am blindfolded with cassette tape.  On the wall a visual graphic installation of sound made with VHS tape, and a projection of a surveillance camera, watching the back of the public passing by. On the stand a portable radio, and a TV screen. An audio message starts, a female voice talking. I start to move slowly, around the portable radio, TV and hanging microphone on the set. The movements increase and i am getting more nervous, i take a chewing gum out of my left pocket and put it in my mouth, i start chewing. The extendable microphone becomes a weapon by holding it in different ways. I start to increase the speed of my movements and i trap with my heels against the wooden floor, harder and harder. In the end the sound becomes distorted, the tape is running out. I quickly throw the microphone on the floor, tear of the blindfold and run to the roller blind tape, pull and run away through the door. 

Some words reveal on the loose roller blind tape : 'press distortions - kidnapping - disinterest - manipulation - extendable microphone - voyeurism - don't believe what you hear - tape recording - reporters - victim - you are being watched - blindfolded - erased - mom - identification - serious - honest - camera - dad - sounds - news - control - trapped - ...'

The public was filmed in their back by a surveillance camera, personalized ‘SOUNDS like Patty’ –chewing gum was distributed as a take-away performance.

5. Content: 
The project responds through: manipulation, voyeurism, observation,...

It evokes the manipulation of the Media, rethinking the traditional function of art and how it engages with its subject and its public.
The manipulation is visual in the installation by the images of the surveillance camera. The projection is manipulated because of the angle and the color scheme. The public is confronted by the fact that they are filmed in their back. There is a constant observation. The sound of the voice is also manipulated and distorted. We are captured through the power of the Media and the press, by what we hear, read, see; truthful or not.  
The installation is as a film set, defined by tape, showing different ways of sound, image, composition with the artifacts present. Even the public gets involved into the image and by chewing on the gum.  Chewing gum is a metaphor for disinterest, the superficial and consumption. 

In the performance i move in a strange chorographical way. By holding the extendable microphone in different ways, I seem to be a reporter, a victim, the public, artists-performer, predator,... at once.  The microphone is also manipulated by a black wig that refers to the personification of the object. It can be seen as an artifact, as ‘Patty’ or as an absurd useless object/obstacle.   
Being blindfolded has a certain meaning of not wanting to see the reality, also being captivated in to messages around us.  
The initial motive for this project was the intriguing audio message of Patricia Campbell Hearst after the kidnapping by the SLA in 1974, California.
SOUNDS LIKE Patty is an installation-performance project meant to be manipulated each time i show a next day, this is Day 2, already a manipulated version, Day 1 has been shown in Berlin 27/08/11 at the Grimmuseum. 
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
